January in the Rose Garden

This is the month to renew the garden with planting and pruning.  The meeting on January 3rd will 

include a hands-on pruning demonstration. 
This is when the new 2010 roses first become available at your local nursery.  Check with other ECRS 

members about their favorites to help with your selections.  After purchasing, remove any wrapping and soak 
your roses in a 32 gallon trash can for 24 hour to one week.  Dig a hole about two feet wide and deep.  Mix the 
native soil thoroughly with one third compost or planting mix.  Some rosarians place one half to one cup of 
super phosphate in the bottom of the hole.  If you feed only organics do not add the super phosphate because it 
will prevent the effectiveness of mycorrhizae.  Place the roots in the hole and fill with amended soil.  Keep the 
bud union about two inches above the ground level.  The plant level will sink and it’s best if the bud union 
remains hi9gh.  Add water slowly to saturate the soil.  After it has soaked in, more soil will be needed.  Repeat 
as required.  If your planting site is not ready and the soil is water logged, your rose can be planted temporarily 
in a 5 gallon pot or 7 gallon squat pot with potting soil.  Be sure to keep the soil and roots continually moist 
until the bush is well leafed out. 

One of the major goals of pruning hybrid teas is to renew them by removing poorly productive canes.  
This provides the stimulus in the spring for the roses to produce new canes.  Cut the canes flush with the bud 
union.  Prune the good canes one quarter inch above a bud eye about 18 -24 inches high.  Some canes tend to 
grow somewhat horizontally.  They can be redirected by pruning to an upward facing bud eye. 

With floribundas, shrubs and miniatures, you can leave thinner canes and twiggy growth.  Remove any 
dead canes.  The goal is to retain growth strong enough that it will support blooms and sprays. 

Climbers require removal of dead canes only.  Prune the retained canes only two inches from the end.  
Train the canes into a near-horizontal direction.  This will encourage more flowers from the resulting vertical 
growth.  If the rose is disease free the leaves do not have to be removed.  The climber will shed the old leaves 
with new spring growth. 

Most rosarians use lime-sulfur dormant spray right after pruning to kill overwintering pests and fungi. 
This is a good time to lay down organics followed by mulch.
